
Script Status Asthmaticus
Summary of sequences

1. Status Asthmaticus 

2. Hypotension after intubation; Auto-Peep

3. Afib with hypotension

4. Pneumothorax 
5. SVT with pulse; start simultaneously with onset of pneumothoracies as a distractor
6. PEA arrest 
Set-up:

· Vitals BP 155/85 HR 130 RR 34 Sats 94% on 100% FiO2
· Distressed; Using accessory muscles; pulsus paradoxus 20 mmHg
· The patient needs to be intubated. Failure to do so results in continued deterioration in respiratory status . 
Progression:

· Intubation results in post-intubation hypotension  (BP 60/30) especially if rapid rate of assisted ventilation. Improves when slow RR instituted (prompt )
· Afib with hypotension can be instituted next; if do not shock can go to Vfib

· Vfib arrest 

· Bilateral Pneumothoraces added at a time when not likely to be noticed. Try to distract with lab data 
· SVT unstable; start this simultaneously as the pneumothoraces are initiated

· PEA sequence if pneumothoraces not noticed
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
